Using a Tarot Journal

What is a Tarot Journal?

A Tarot Journal is a place where you can record your personal thoughts, insights,
observations and notes about each of the Tarot cards to help expand your Tarot knowledge and
skills. Your Tarot Journal may also include Tarot readings that you have done and Tarot spreads
you have used or created contains your own notes about each Tarot card, readings you may
have done, and spreads you have used or created yourself.

Why Bother with a Tarot Journal?

The benefits of keeping a Tarot Journal are enormous. Not only are you learning from texts
and other standard resources throughout the course of your Tarot study and journal writing, but
you are also applying your own personal experience to your learning journey. Relating your own
experience to the Tarot increases your ability to develop the breadth and depth of
understanding the Tarot. A true understanding of the Tarot cards will not stem from simply
reading numerous texts, rather it will stem from gut instincts and personal intuition.

Not only will a Tarot Journal help your ability to read the Tarot, but it will also aid in your
spiritual development. Each card holds a personal message that can be used for daily
meditation. Each card can be seen as vital on any given day and can truly help you in finding out
who you are and what your purpose is. Understanding the Tarot in this way can inspire you and
take you to new levels if you allow it.

Getting Stated

Your first step will be to decide what format you would like your Tarot Journal to be. If you
prefer hand-writing your journal, you can either purchase a blank notebook or a specially
designed Tarot Journal.

Alternatively, you may like to store your Tarot Journal on your computer or online. Blogs are
also becoming increasingly popular and offer the opportunity to share your Tarot Journal with
others. A great place to start is with the free Blog tool, Wordpress.

In addition to your Tarot Journal, you may wish to buy a small notebook to carry around
with you, should you have any sudden Tarot insights. It can be terribly frustrating when you
have a wonderful idea on the bus (or wherever), and by the time you have gotten home, you
have forgotten it!

You might also want to purchase a special pen for your journal. Be sure it is one that won't
fade over the years, as it would be terrible to lose all that important information!

What to Write in Your Tarot Journal

As mentioned previously, you can use your Tarot Journal for the Tarot cards, readings you
have done, or spreads you have used or created.

When you write about the Tarot cards, there are a number of ways you can do it. You may
like to draw a card each morning, reflect on it throughout the day, and write an entry on it
during the evening. It doesn't have to be a new card every day - it could be each three days,
each week, etc. Alternatively, you may wish to look at each card in order. For example, begin
with the first card of the Major Arcana and move through until you reach the end. It is
completely up to you, depending on your tastes and time available.

There are a number of aspects you can write upon when looking at the cards. Here are just a
few:

9 Your first impression of the card - how you feel when you see it, which images stand
out to you.

9 A detailed description of the characters, symbols, and landscape. Perhaps there are
a number of important aspects of the card that you missed in your first glance. How
do these change your view of the card?

T Specific details of the card such as corresponding astrological sign, Major or Minor
Arcana, suit, numerological significance, and related element.

9 A collection of interpretations and keywords from books and websites with tarot
card meanings.

9 An experience or a person you know who reminds you of the card you are studying.

Throughout your day or your time spent studying that card, try to relate a number of
different situations to the card you are studying. You may even want to try being the card. For
example, you may be studying the Six of Pentacles. Perhaps you can donate money to charity or
help a needy friend. Write down how this made you feel afterwards and if you noticed anything
you would not normally associate with the activity.

Some other ideas for actually 'being' the card is to write a letter to the character in the card,
try a visualisation where you walk into the card, or write down some affirmations that may stem
from the card selected.

If you are recording a reading you have done, be sure to write down the positions used in
the spread and which card you drew. If you own a number of decks, don't forget to write down
the deck you used. Recording a reading will help you reflect later on the reading. It can be
especially useful to look at it a couple of months later and see where you went right and where
you went wrong. Think about how you would re-interpret the cards to better suit the situation.
Perhaps you will want to use this renewed interpretation in your next readings. In the shorter-
term, looking over the reading after just a couple of days may help you attain some extra insight
that you hadn't thought of at the time.

If you are writing about new spreads you have created, you may want to write about what
influenced you when you arrived at this spread. You may also want to adapt and re-work
previous spreads you have created.

When to Write in Your Tarot Journal

It is best to keep regular entries in your Tarot Journal in order to maintain your interest and
your studies. Of course, this is dependent on your time available and your commitment to
learning the Tarot. Every day may be ideal for one person, while every week may be ideal for
another.

Don't wait for the 'perfect’ place to write your journal. As mentioned earlier, carry around a
small notebook so you can write whenever an idea enters your head. If you are constantly
waiting for the perfect time to write, you may be waiting quite a while and a lot of ideas will be
missed!!

Who Can Write A Tarot Journal?

Anyone! Beginners through to advanced Tarot readers can benefit from a Tarot Journal. For
beginners, it is an excellent tool to begin grasping the basic meanings of the Tarot. For more
advanced readers, the Tarot Journal can open new doors and perspectives that the reader may
have never been aware of. There is always something new to learn in the Tarot!
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THE MAJORARCANA

The Major Arcana (also known as the trump cards) forms the foundation of the Tarot deck
and consists of twenty-one numbered cards and one unnumbered card (the Fool). They
represent a path to spiritual self-awareness and depict the various stages we encounter as we
search for greater meaning and understanding. In this way, they hold deeply meaningful
lessons.

The Major Arcana cards illustrate the structure of human consciousness and, as such, hold
the keys to life lessons passed down through the ages. The imagery of the Major Arcana cards is
filled with wisdom from multiple cultures and esoteric traditions, including the Egyptian,
Buddhist, Hindu, Sufi, Hebrew and Christian religions.

In his book Pocket Guide to Tarot, Alan Oken suggests that the twenty-two Major Arcana
cards are like the mandalas of the Tarot. Mandalas are detailed images painted onto canvas and
used as spiritual study and meditation aids by the Tibetans. Therefore it is important to study
the images of the Major Arcana cards and contemplate their messages. Look beyond the simple
keywords and traditional meanings, and seek out your own personal meanings of these
significant cards. The more you understand about their symbolism, the deeper your
understanding of what they represent.

NOIyl OF NRa OF Yy dcdnsstdnt, ldctidyBa Sy d /|
patterns of influence that are an inherent part of human nature. They are themes which mark,
portray and symbolise stages in our psyche whereby we aim to become a balanced and
integrated person. Along this journey, we encounter challenges, face adversity, perform labours,
make hard decisions and fight opposing forces. Each step of the way brings us closer to
enlightenment. This is often referred to as the journey of the Fool. If you are interested in

When a Tarot reading is predominantly made up of Major Arcana cards, the client is
experiencing life-changing events which will have long-term influences. There are important
lessons which the client must pay attention to in order to progress further in their spiritual and
personal quest. If many of the Major Arcana cards are reversed, however, it is indicative that the
client is not paying attention to these important life lessons and must return to the lesson of the
previous card before moving forward.

It is possible to conduct a Tarot reading only using the twenty-two Major Arcana cards. This
method is typically used for Tarot readings relating to spiritual self-awareness or where you
require deep insight from the collective unconscious.

Description

The Fool is numbered 0, the number of unlimited potential, and
doesn't actually have a place in the sequence of the Tarot cards. The
Fool can come either at the beginning of the Major Arcana, or at the
end. In fact, the Major Arcana could be considered the Fool's journey
through life, and as such, he is ever present, therefore needs no

THE FOOL . number.
When the Fool is seen as the beginning of the Majors, he is

depicted as just beginning his journey, with unlimited potential. Like
a newborn baby, the Fool is facing a world of choices and opportunities, and only he can decide
the fate of his life. The rising sun behind him represents the beginning of his adventures. He is
facing the North West, the direction of the unknown. He is looking upwards, toward the sky, or
Spirit. He's a newborn soul about to step off a cliff into the material world. Is he prepared? Well,
he has all the tools he needs in the bag on the staff, but he hasn't opened the bag yet. The staff
itself represents his will. The white rose represents purity and innocence. Like any newborn, he
is about to enter the world as a pure and innocent soul. He has unlimited potential, but at this
point, it is all unrealized. He does have a guardian in the little white dog. The dog will protect
him throughout his journey, but he will also push him to learn the lessons the Fool came here to
learn. Notice the dog nipping at his heels, urging him forward. Life is wasted if no lessons are
learned. While the dog will protect him, he will also push him into experiences whereby the Fool
can grow and learn. The mountains behind the Fool represent the realms of Spirit that he has
just left, and will spend his life trying to attain again. The valley he is about to step into
represents our own physical, material world

Tarot Card Meaning

The Fool represents the beginning of all creativity and desire to accomplish goals. Each of us
faces many choices in life. The choice is there choose wisely.

This is a card of potential, new beginnings, innocence. It may represent a choice to be made,
one of vital importance. This is the card where anything can happen, and the opportunities are
just waiting to be taken advantage of. If you get this card and it is upright, it is a positive card,
for the Fool is one who is the divine innocent.

This is an excellent card to meditate on if you are experiencing a lot of fear in your life. The
Fool enhances courage, risk-taking, and the creative expression needed to open up new areas in
your life. The Fool is always whole, healthy and without fear. He is the spirit of who we are, the
spirit expressed and experienced as wonder, awe, curiosity and anticipation. We never know
what's in the future, but like the Fool, we must blindly go forward. He teaches a lesson about
making right choices. It's good to be focused on spiritual matters, but stay grounded at the same
time in the physical world.

Someone who is naive, gullible, child-like in their way of thinking but not necessarily
innocence. The subject of the reading is a dreamer. One who lives in their own little happy
world when it comes to the way they perceive things. He or she has desire to succeed but must
be careful.

Trust. You need to trust that you are a spirit born into flesh to enjoy life and grow in
experience. Take a chance and see what happens. Be open as a child. Risk seeming a bit foolish,
naive or optimistic. A sense of humour is vital.
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The fool is the beginning of something which will bring you happiness. You will begin a new
enterprise which will afford you the opportunity to work with or teach the public on a grander
scale, and if you've been thinking about leaving your current job or taking a leave of absence; in
time, you will. A relative will be job hunting, or a major decision will be required from you that
can be put off no longer. If it concerns a change of residence, you'll decide against it.

Thoughtlessness, folly, extravagance, lack of discipline. Immaturity, irrationality. Insecurity.
Frivolity. Delirium. Frenzy. Enthusiasm. Naivety.

Someone represented by the Fool promises to be unforgettable, unconventional, and
challenging, whose social or cultural background is likely to be very different from your own,
requiring adjustments on both sides. Often the Fool symbolizes a partner who is much older or
younger than you. Whatever, the differences, this person can open your eyes, showing you a
wider world that you ever dreamed possible. All you ideas will receive a serious shaking up as a
result of your connection with this individual. His lust for life is undeniable, accompanied by a
hunger for knowledge and passion for ideas which are catching. Together you will discover the
playful side of love, for this person loves to have fun and longs to make you laugh. He may not
hold down a steady job, but will usually find the money to buy amusing gifts for you or spring
imaginative surprises.

Some see The Fool as the obvious - someone foolish and/or naive, someone so stupid that
he doesn't look where he is going. Others see him as someone taking a leap into the unknown.
The Fool is often portrayed as wild youth, dancing in ecstatic abandonment at the edge of a
precipice, or standing on the edge of a precipice (cliff of some kind) with one foot up and out,
ready to step off the edge. Depending on the reading, the Fool is someone about to begin a new
journey or new phase of life. Hence, the first card or beginning of The Fool's journey. He has a
fresh outlook, childlike wonder, excitement and abandon. He is full of trust and faith as he sets
out on his journey. Beginnings of any kind often involve a "leap of faith" and The Fool has the
faith to believe that life is good and worthy of trust.

On the other hand, The Fool could also represent someone who does not think ahead and
takes foolish risks. He reminds of us the warning "look before you leap." He could also represent
someone who is fearful of stepping out into the unknown.

Reversed Tarot Card Meaning

Reversed, the Fool suggest that you may be acting in total disregard to the consequences of
your actions and indeed becoming 'the fool'. You are trying to live in the moment rather than
planning ahead. There is a certain childish behaviour, perhaps returning to some of your
childhood habits.

In a relationship reading, the Fool reversed can indicate that the relationship has been on
the knife's edge for some time. The nature of the relationship may be highly changeable and
uncertain, with spontaneity taken to a whole new level where you were often unsure about
where things are heading and whether you can safely depend on your partner or not. You may
both be high risk takers with little consideration for the long-term consequences of your actions.
This may bring with it excitement and suspense, but also an underlying feeling of uncertainty
and insecurity.

The reversed Fool may also indicate a reckless and immature person who is wanting to
break free of the usual routine to 'find themselves' but is doing it in a way that completely
disregards others.
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THE MINOR ARCANA

The Minor Arcana consists of four suits:

T The Suit of Cups ¢ emotions, feelings, creativity

I The Suit of Pentacles ¢ finance, material possessions, career

I The Suit of Swords ¢ power, intellect, thoughts

I The Suit of Wands ¢ inspiration, spirituality, ideas

Each suit consists of fourteen Tarot cards, including ten numbered cards (Ace through to

Ten) and four Court Cards (the Page, Knight, Queen and King). The numbered cards reflect
everyday life situations while the Court Cards reflect personality-types or actual people.
Combined, the Minor Arcana is said to highlight the more mundane aspects of life and can refer

psychological state and the current life focus.

However, the Minor Arcana is not to be simply discounted as unimportant. As Karen
Hamaker-Zondag discusses in her book The Way of the Tarot: Jungian Approach for Deeper
Insight into the Tarot, the number fourteen often occurs symbolically in the context of religion.
The number seven is a sacred number in many different cultures. In its twofold manifestation,
seven makes fourteen. Additionally, there are fourteen rungs of the ladder of Osiris (the ladder
which joins Heaven and Earth) for it brings together spirituality and everyday life. This suggests

If a reading is predominantly made up of the Minor Arcana Tarot cards, the client is dealing
with day-to-day issues which will not necessarily having a lasting influence in their lives. These
issues are passing through their lives, presenting the client with an opportunity to learn from
these experiences (look to any Major Arcana cards to understand what these lessons are and
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THE SUIT OF CUPS

The Suit of Cups is representative of the element of water. Cups deal with the emotional
level of consciousness and are associated with love, feelings, relationships and connections.
Cups are about displays of emotion, expression of feelings and the role of emotions in relation
to others. The Cups Tarot cards indicate that you are thinking with your heart rather than your
head, and thus reflect your spontaneous responses and your habitual reactions to situations.
Cups are also linked to creativity, romanticism, fantasy and imagination.

The negative aspects of the Suit of Cups (i.e. when the Cups cards appear reversed) include
being overly emotional or completely disengaged and dispassionate, having unrealistic
expectations and fantasising about what could be. There may be repressed emotions, an
inability to truly express oneself and a lack of creativity.

The people represented by the Suit of Cups (i.e. typically the Court Cards) are emotional,
artistic, humane and creative. They are connected with their emotional selves and will draw
energy from what they feel within. They are said to correspond to the water signs in the zodiac
(Pisces, Cancer, Scorpio) and to water as a symbol of the subconscious mind and reason.

The Suit of Cups traditionally represents the west and autumn. If using an ordinary deck of
playing cards, Cups are represented by the Suit of Hearts.

Should a Tarot reading be predominantly Cups cards, then you can be sure that the client is
seeking solutions to what are primarily emotional conflicts, love matters and emotions.

Description

The Ace of Cups has numerous spiritual symbols represented.
The hand appearing from the clouds represents the "breaking into"
our consciousness of spiritual energy and influence. The white hand
has radiating rays all around it. You must always trust your inner
feelings as it is an inner voice and your heart will lead the way. This is
your intuitiveness and power talking to you. The hand holds a single
cup or chalice which overflows with five streams of water. The five
streams represent the abundance and power of the spirit and the
effect of spiritual energy upon our five senses. A dove with a wafer or host in its mouth
descends from above signifying the incarnation and appearance of the spirit in the material
world. Below the hand is a great sea covered with lotus blossoms, a symbol of the awakening of
the human spirit. The cup has an upside down M or a W inscribed on it.

Tarot Card Meaning

Bliss, open yourself to supreme happiness. Emotional upsurge, power of imagination,
budding sexuality, engaging another, spiritual love or psychic ability, art, first love, closeness,
lover, friendship, renewal, water of life, relationship, inspiration, awakening, nurture,
abundance, happiness, peace, nourishment, protection, vulnerability, tenderness, fulfilling,
good will, fertility, sensitivity, production, higher call. Compassion, receptivity, devotion,
romance, marriage, loving union, reaping the fruits of what you have sown, openness, spiritual
vision, the Grail, redemption, regeneration, satisfaction, female principle, imagination, close
attachment, intimacy, rebirth, recycle, regrowth, changing, open channel, sentiment, sympathy,
empathy, anticipation, longing, being filled, depths, offering, hope, recreation, chalice as womb
of life, pleasure, beauty, sensuality, promise. Intuition, purity, calm, unconditional love,
primordial, productiveness, excitement, premonition, emotional release, love at first sight,
happy home, goodness overflowing, light in the dark, contentment.

The Ace of Cups represents the home and general environment. There will be joy in your life
with the fulfilment of all your ambitions and desires. Much happiness will be found in your
contentment. You are searching for clarity, or for the truth in a situation where your heart says
one thing and your intellect another, and/or hope an idea will become a reality. Your ideas will
meet with success.

The Ace of Cups depicts the emergence of spirituality and the awakening of a new
awareness of spiritual life.

There is a chance for a marriage either with love or in business partnership or new contract.
Positive air is flowing and it is time to forgive and make up. This is a peaceful time in your life so
use it and make this peace with friends or yourself. It is time of fertility, a time for child bearing.
Perhaps an adoption should be considered.

It is a time of giving rather than taking. You will have your turn as the old saying goes, "You
get what you give." If you give prayers, He will hear. There are many rewards in the near future
outlook when you get the Ace of Cups in a reading. The rewards are said to be in the giving.

This Ace is all about deep emotions and generosity. Feel good when his beautiful card
appears. It is your lucky day!

Medically this suit refers to the Urinary (kidney and bladder problems) and Reproductive
Systems. Water comes to us in the form of blood, tears, urine, perspiration, saliva, and sexual
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juices. A lack of water can bring about a dried up feeling (stiffness both emotional and physical),
lack of moisture in the body, non-flowingness with life, difficulty with dealing with emotions and
with others who are emotional.

Close relationships, the family, lovers, rivals, premonitions, fears, memories, nostalgia, and
most of all water is our unconscious.

A huge cup is being offered to you in this card, and you are being invited to reach out to
grasp it and drink from it. What this cup is representing is a symbol of emotional fulfiiment, not
just on the emotional level, but on the spiritual level as well. Whether you are going to reach
out now and partake of this offering is going to depend obviously upon how thirsty you are,
upon how much you are in need of being refreshed.

What this card is pointing at is the need for you to carefully define what it is that you want
from the new offer of friendship or love which seems to have made its way into your life. It may
seem at first glance as though what you are being offered is what you have been waiting for:
this card is saying that it is just a bit too early to be able to say. What you are going to have to do
is wait and see. Often this card comes up for someone who has just gone into a new
relationship, or to whom an offer of love and/or friendship has been made. Or, it can simply
mean that you are beginning to relate to people in a new and infinitely more responsive way -
transcending much of the jealousy, possessiveness and emotional negativity of the past.

This card often means that love is the essence of the situation. It may or may not be
romantic love. Look for ways in which you can begin to connect with others. Do you have
someone to forgive, or do you want to ask for forgiveness? Can you set aside your anger and
find peace? Would you like to drop your reserve and let your feelings show?

Abundance of love. Joy, celebration. Love with wisdom. Fertility. Marriage, declaration of
love.

Reversed Tarot Card Meaning

Upright, this card represents the feeling of when we are about to burst with all our
overflowing emotions, whether it be with complete laughter or tears. Sometimes you get so
excited you could bounce around the house screaming out in ecstasy. Or sometimes the pain
surrounding you is so great that all you can do is burst into tears. The reversed Ace of Cups is
therefore the opposite to this feeling of bursting emotions, and can mean one of many things.

Firstly, the card may call on you to curb your emotions somewhat for your greater benefit.
For example, ending a relationship may spur you on to wanting to cry and cry for days on end.
But what the Ace of Cups reversed tells us is that in order to heal, we really need to push back
the tears and fight on in order to retain a balance.

Alternatively, the Ace of Cups could suggest that you have repressed your feelings too long
and it is now the time to release them. You may have kept your excitement quiet about the
prospect of a new job, in fear of it failing, but now is the time to let those emotions run free. Or,
you may have bottled up so many emotional thoughts that you have become almost void of
feeling true emotions. Which end of the scale does the Ace of Cups represent to you? Do you
need to hold in your emotions right now, or release them?
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
